Previously, I had shared the LAB: "Chocolate Chip" (measures of Central Tendency)  and wanted to share another:

 LAB:"Starburst" that reviews ratio, decimal percent and interpreting data to a graph for comparison. I use these labs to help the GEM students refresh and review skills that will be focused on the 6th grade FCAT and they love them.  I always tell them not to "eat the data" until all data is gathered and calculations are complete - I check and give permission before the eating begins! For this lab I have students bring in bags of Original Starburst and then divide them into baggies of approx 8 -11 each (I do not count but make sure there are not 10 - too easy!). We go over the skills prior to the lab and students are not allowed to use a calculator. If you have any further questions please ask and it is an optional activity - enjoy!
