   The Virtual Independent Study is a requirement of the GEM program. This Virtual Bridge will include benchmarks necessary for the progression of this program to Honors Algebra in the seventh grade. Chapter 11.1 and 11.2 will be completed independently and section 11.3 will be teacher instructed in the classroom.
The benchmarks the students are to master for Chapter 11 are:
8th Grade Big Idea 2- Analyze two- and three- dimensional figures by using distance and angle
